SUMMER PUBLIC INTEREST GRANT
The Public Interest Institute is offering summer funds for Alabama law students performing law-related, public interest work, both locally and internationally. 
Eligibility:  Grants are open to all first and second year students in good academic standing at The University of Alabama School of Law.  
Placement:  Placements must be unpaid internships at non-profit, non-governmental or governmental organizations that engage in public interest law.  Priority is given to students working at non-profit and non-governmental organizations; however applications for students interning at certain state and federal government entities that engage in public interest law will be considered if funding permits.  The placement may not be in an office that also offers a for-credit externship for University of Alabama Law students.  Grants will not be awarded for any work for which a student is receiving academic credit.  Grants are also unavailable for students who are working for a judge, for-profit agency, or an elected official.
Timeline:  Proposals covering the full summer or a portion of the summer will be considered.  Decisions will be made in early-April. 
Funding:  Grants are contingent on the availability of funding and will be made in varying amounts, which typically range from $500 to $3,000, for identified travel and living expenses.  Any supplemental funding from the host organization or other sources (such as additional summer jobs) must be indicated.  If a student is awarded supplemental funding after the submission of the application, the student must inform the Assistant Dean for Public Interest Law.
